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The Pro Artibus Foundation has produced a water themed summer exhibition for the
Archipelago Centre Korpostrom. The sea, the water and environmental questions are in
focus in this multimedial exhibition featuring everything from photography and water
colour-paintings to sculptures and video installations. Most of the artworks are from the

foundation’s own collections, some are loans from artists.

The reflections in the exhibition are both simplistically concrete and at the same time
multifariously abstract. What they all have in common is water. Among the artworks you
can find ecological trains of thoughts, as well as family history and art history. These are

reflections of our time and society, with all what that implies.

In the exhibition’s sculptures, water is portrayed in solidified form. The photographs
reproduce the reflection of the water as well as its vivid surface and the video art is able
to convey the water’s flowing, roaring, lively characteristics both through picture and

sound.
